
CULLING: Once a daily creel limit of any particular species have been possessed, any other fish of that species that is caught 

must be released immediately, unharmed, into the water.  It may NOT replace another fish already in the creel.

THE POSSESSION LIMIT ON ALL FISH IS THREE TIMES THE DAILY CREEL LIMIT.

Flathead Catfish: Length Limit:

5 per day.

Broad, flead head with a jutting lower jaw.  Mottled 

brown to nearly yellow in color.

*Appears very similar to a white bass.  Wiper has
